Why the requirements?

Lead paint and dust from lead paint are the major sources of lead exposure in
children. In 1978, lead was banned in house paint. Most homes built before that
year contain lead. Children and adults can be exposed to lead during renovation
projects or whenever lead paint is improperly sanded, scraped or burned.
